physical therapy background. There are 
always a few people who get hurt and need 
some help. Please also pray for “David,” an 
unsaved Jewish young man we met at camp 
many years ago. He attends for a few weeks 
during the time we are there, and we get to 
share more Yeshua with him. He is greatly 

loved by all at the camp, and we are all trying to win 
him to the Lord with love. He is studying the Hebrew 
Scriptures alongside Arnold Fruchtenbaum’s 
commentaries. Please pray for his salvation! Also, we 
met “Chava,” a Jewish lady who recently received 
Yeshua as her Messiah, Lord, and Savior. She lives in 
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a Haredi community on the East Coast. Haredi is an 
Orthodox Jewish community characterized by a strict 
adherence to Jewish law and complete rejection of 
modern secular culture. If the Haredi find out she is a 
believer in Jesus, then they will quickly kick her out 
of their community. She would lose everything in 
life! She had to come to the camp in secrecy. It was a 
joy to see her flourish among the believers! Please 
pray for the Lord’s protection and growth upon her. 

UNLV Campus Outreach 
The Lord has greatly blessed our outreach 
on campus this semester. We lost all our 
long-time volunteers this semester, but the 
Lord brought other volunteers who love to 
share the Good News message of Jesus. So 
far this semester, we have led 30 students 
to the Lord! The Lord is definitely calling these 
students unto Him and using our new group to do it. 
Recently, our friends from Israel, Shlomy and 
Miriam, came to Las Vegas. They love coming to 
campus and sharing Jesus because there is not as 
much spiritual or physical attack as there is in Israel.
